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New Schools are the Priority for the 2016-2019 Capital Plan 





Late this afternoon, the Board of Trustees approved the District’s Three Year Capital Plan for 2016 – 2019.  The plan includes the construction of seven new schools, 19 modernizations and two partnership projects. There are a total of 28 projects listed in the three year plan. The number one priority is construction of an elementary school in the Meadows. 





“Southeast Edmonton continues to be a concern as the utilization in our current schools in the area is 90% or higher while the southwest sector is now at a utilization of 96%,” said Board Chair Debbie Engel. “We are optimistic that some of the construction priorities will be addressed in funding announcements in early 2015,” Engel went on to say. 





There are three unique construction projects in the 2016 – 2019 Capital Plan: 


A possible partnership with The Catholic Archdiocese of Edmonton and Covenant Health could see an Elementary/Junior high school built with a capacity of 750 students for Windermere. Also included in this third priority is a new elementary school in Keswick which is further south from Windermere. Both projects are included in this priority as the District does have land designated for a school in what is currently being referred to as ‘Neighbourhood 5’ in Windermere but does not currently have a site in Keswick.  





For the first time, a request for funding is being made for a Grade 5 to 9 Catholic school. The Grade 5 to 9 configuration is needed in Castle Downs – Rapperswill to accommodate an increase in elementary enrolment and improve access to junior high programming while ensuring the future viability of two current Catholic elementary schools in the north. 





A high school completion centre in Lewis Farms - Rosenthal (approximately Rosenthal Boulevard NW and 87 Avenue NW) would provide easy access for west end students and offer alternative methods to complete high school. This project would be a partnership with the City of Edmonton Recreation Centre/Edmonton Public Library which is similar to the new and successful Cardinal Collins High School Academic Centre in the Clareview Recreation Centre in partnership with the City of Edmonton and the Edmonton Public Library.     





“The partnership proposal for a high school academic centre in Lewis Farms – Rosenthal is an innovative solution for everyone involved,” said Superintendent Joan Carr.  “It provides greater access to community programs, efficient use of space and land, while demonstrating a shared fiscal responsibility and providing a unified service delivery model for Edmontonians,” Carr added. 





The 2016 – 2019 Capital Plan will be sent to Alberta Education for their review and possible future funding. 
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The 2014-2017 Capital Plan will now be sent to Alberta Education for review and possible future funding.
